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   Preschool  

Class  (ages 3 thru 5)  

Our three, four, and five 

year olds learn how to live 

out their faith everyday, 

not just on Sundays. Sun-

day School lessons for pre-

schoolers are a rich , re-

warding and foundational 

tool. A simple, Biblical truth 

planted in the fertile soil of 

a young childõs mind can yield a champion for 

Christ in the yearõs ahead. 

Our dedicated Sunday School teachers provide 

your children  with  a Sunday School lesson, 

prayer time, song time,  and activities each Sun-

day morning. Watch them grow in the love of 

Christ! At the conclusion of Sunday School, par-

ents must pick up their children.  They are invited 

back to the nursery  at 10:45 AM for childcare 

during the morning worship service.

    1st and 2nd Graders  

We use the Bible Teaching for Kids curriculum for 

our 1st & 2nd graders.  This is a four step teaching 

plan that is easy for the children to follow and 

learn through fun and activities. Our Sunday 

School class starts with prayer followed by teach-

ing through a Bible story.  Children are provided 

with a fun activity that will help personalize the 

Bible lesson. We close each lesson by the chil-

dren giving suggestions for ways they can apply 

what they have learned beyond Sunday   morn-

ing, followed by prayer time. Our Sunday School 

teachers are committed to getting to know your 

children and providing them with biblical truths 

that will carry them throughout a lifetime.  

  Parents must pick up their children at the close 

of Sunday School. Children are invited to attend 

Childrenõs Church at 10:45 AM each Sunday ex-

cept the 3rd Sunday of the month.

Lifewayõs Explore the Bible is the curriculum used 

in this adult Sunday School Class.  

Explore the Bible uses a balanced, systematic 

approach to teach adults God's Word. During 

our current eight -year plan, Sunday School 

members will study every book of the Bible, al-

ternating between the Old and New Testa-

ments. The lessons highlight major themes and 

truths in weekly Scripture passages, encourag-

ing personal study and life application.

This class is open to all adults, married or single.  

We encourage a discussion -based environment 

that allows individuals the opportunity to inter-

act with each other, while ultimately hearing 

from Godõs Word.

 Different By Design  

òDifferent by Designó is a class 

made up of married couples and 

single adults that meet each Sun-

day morning at 9:30 in the Fellow-

ship Hall. Within our class we have 

a wide range of age and back-

grounds which makes our classroom discussions and 

ministry efforts even more fulfilling and productive. 

We typically discuss prayer requests and praises as a 

group as well as discussing the upcoming ministry 

opportunities that are available . Typically, this is fol-

lowed by a time of interactive Bible Study and 

prayer. Our meeting time together is very laid back 

and comfortable, yet serious. We feel like this pro-

motes a good learning environment.  

We ultimately desire, as individuals and as a class of 

individuals, to build a closer relationship with Christ. 

We find that is best accomplished through a three-

fold mission: teaching Godõs Word, reaching out to 

the lost, and ministering to those in the community 

as well as those within the class.
